Types of Courses
There are two broad categories of courses, Board Developed Courses and Board Endorsed Courses.
1. Board Developed Courses (BDC)

The content of these courses is developed by the Board of Studies and is distributed to schools. Therefore students
throughout the State study the same course content. A Statewide examination is set by the Board for each of these courses.
These courses count towards Universities Admission Index (UAI) which is necessary for application to all universities.

There are also Board Developed Vocational Education and Training (VET) courses which teach students skills relevant
to future study and employment. These courses allow students to gain both Higher School Certificate qualifications and
Australian Qualifications Framework (AQF) accreditation.

The AQF qualifications are recognised by industry and employers throughout Australia. These courses are delivered either
by schools and/or TAFE. Subsidised buses will run between schools and TAFE campuses to get students to and from
TAFE classes on Monday afternoons. Students will pay an access fee which assists in provision of bus travel. School-
delivered Vocational Courses may require a subject contribution to cover costs of consumables.

Options for Students Undertaking
Vocational Training

Further Vocational Training
All vocational training courses lead on to further vocational courses at TAFE and at other Registered Training
Organisations. You will not be required to repeat any training in which you are already competent.

The New South Wales Government Policy is that students completing an AQF Certificate II qualification as part
of their HSC will be eligible to apply for a TAFE scholarship. Scholarship holders will be guaranteed a place in
the related higher level TAFE course.

University Study

Students studying Board Developed Framework courses with an end of course examination, or Accounting or
Electronics Technology Board Developed TAFE courses, are able to include their results in these courses in the
calculation of their University Admissions Index (UAI).

Students satisfying the universities' UAI requirements would be eligible to proceed direct from school to
university.

Whether or not students gain a UAI, students can proceed to higher level studies at TAFE or other Registered
Training Organisations. Upon completion of a Diploma qualification at TAFE they are able to apply for entry to
a related university course with advanced standing - meaning a considerable saving in Higher Education
Contribution Scheme charges.

Employment

Vocational Training HSC courses are only offered in industry areas where there are real post-school employment
prospects. Students completing these courses have skills, knowledge and qualifications which industry will need
and will recognise.

Studies show that students undertaking Vocational Training Courses as part of their HSC have higher levels of
employment, including full-time employment, than other students in the two years after completing their course.

It is important to note that no school nor TAFE can offer all Board Courses in any one year.
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2. Board Endorsed Courses (BEC)
These are courses approved by the Board of Studies. They count towards an HSC and are listed on the students' Record
of Achievement. However, BEC do not count towards the calculation of the UAI

3. Extension Courses

Extension courses build on the content of their related 2 Unit course. English and Mathematics are the only two
Preliminary Extension Courses.

Extension courses offered at HSC are in English, Mathematics, History, Music, some Languages and some VET
courses.
Study Requirements
. English is the only MANDATORY Higher School Certificate subject.

] To be eligible for the award of the Higher School Certificate you must satisfactorily complete at least 12 units in your
Preliminary study pattern and at least 10 units in your HSC study pattern.

] Both study patterns must include :
] at least 6 units of Board Developed Courses
. at least 2 units of a Board Developed Course in English
. at least three courses of 2 unit value or greater
] at least four subjects.
. No more than 6 units of courses in Science can contribute to the 12 Preliminary units and 10 HSC units required for the

award of the higher School Certificate.

] The NSW Board of Studies has determined specific course completion criteria and this criteria includes the time
requirements for students to meet course outcomes. Students may decide to change from a previously selected course of
study. Changes can only be approved in the very early stages of a course to ensure course completion criteria can still
be met.

Students will be able to change course, if vacancies exist in the desired course, up to 3 weeks from the start of the course.
Approvals from relevant Head Teachers and the Preliminary/HSC Administrator must be secured. In exceptional
circumstances changes may be approved by the Principal up to 5 weeks from the start of the course. Students are advised that
after 5 weeks from the start of any course NO CHANGE TO COURSES OF STUDY WILL BE APPROVED.

Tertiary Entry

Entry from Year 12 into university courses in NSW and the ACT generally depends on your Universities Admission Index
(UAI). Some courses have additional selection methods such as an interview or portfolio. The UAI for every student who
completes the necessary pattern of study is calculated by the universities, not by the Board of Studies. The UAI is reported on
a scale of 0 to 100 with intervals of 0.05.

UAI - Eligibility

To be eligible for a UAI you must satisfactorily complete at least 10 units of Board Developed courses including at least two
units of English. Board Developed courses must include at least three courses of two units or greater and at least four subjects.

Below is a list of the HSC Board Developed courses being examined in 2010 and MAY be offered at Byron Bay High School.
The courses appear in alphabetical order by subject area.

The courses are classified by the institutions participating in UAC as either Category A courses or Category B courses. For the
purpose of calculating the Universities Admission Index (UAI), no more than two units can be included from Category B
courses.

Definitions :

»=  Subject - is the general name given to an area of study.

= Course - is a branch of study within a subject; a subject may have several different courses, for example, with the subject
English the courses will include English Standard, English Advanced, HSC English Extension 1, and others.

=  HSC Extension courses - enable students to undertake more in-depth study in areas of special interest; they build on the
content of the 2 unit course and carry an additional value of 1 unit.

=  Unit value - all courses have a unit value and each unit involves class time of approximately 2 hours per week (60 hours
per year); in the HSC each unit has a value of 50 marks, so a 2 unit course has a value of 100 marks.

Choosing Subjects
In choosing subjects for Years 11 and 12 students must ask the following questions :
What subjects am I good at?

What subjects do I enjoy?

Answers to both these questions are good indicators of subjects for next year.

It is highly unlikely that you will do well in subjects you dislike and/or are currently performing poorly in.

And, if I intend going on to tertiary study, which subjects will I need to study?
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To give you an idea of a career direction and subject choice, do the following exercise:

Step 1: The following describes seven types of work categories. Read the description of each of the type of work categories
carefully before going to the next page.

Analytic or Scientific

These jobs involve working with ideas to investigate or seek solutions to scientific, technical, social or other issues. Activities
include observing, researching, analysing and interpreting results. The ability to develop theories, apply logic and explore
abstract ideas in a specialist area of knowledge is important.

Creative or Artistic

These jobs involve working with ideas, to creatively express, present or perform them. An appreciation of design, style, form,
beauty or related concepts used to develop or interpret an idea, is important. Activities include writing, painting, singing,
dancing, decorating, designing and performing.

Helping or Advising
These jobs involve working with people, to help, inform, teach or treat them. Activities include discussing personal issues,
listening to people’s problems and providing advice, instruction, information or treatment to meet their needs.

Practical or Mechanical
These jobs involve working with things, using the hands, or special tools or equipment to make, fix, install or adjust them.
Activities include doing practical and physical tasks and may require an understanding of how equipment or machinery works.

Nature or Recreation
These jobs involve working with things in the natural work, such as conservation, handling animals, raising crops or livestock,
or sport. Activities include growing and caring for living things, or an involvement with sport, leisure or the environment.

Organising or Clerical

These jobs involve working with data or order, process, or retrieve facts and figures, or to develop or administer policies and
procedures. Activities include organising, using or updating information, such as files or accounts, developing or following
procedures or systems, and the planning, budgeting and staffing of an organisation.

Persuading or Service Jobs
These jobs involve working with people, to sell to, influence, motivate, negotiate with or serve them. Activities include selling,
promoting or providing goods or services, bargaining or presenting a point of view.

Upon completion of this exercise go to the sections in this Handbook, headed HSC Subjects and Courses (below) and
Areas of Tertiary Study (p11). This information will give you an idea of subjects that may be of benefit to you in your
particular career direction.

HSC Subjects and Courses

The following is a general guide to the HSC subjects and courses accepted by institutions in NSW and the ACT for entrance
purposes. Always check with the relevant institution to confirm the information.

Category A Courses
English

Two units of English must be included in the calculation of your UAI. in addition some institutions require English as a
subject prerequisite or course prerequisite. Check each institution entry for details.

If you are considering studying English at tertiary level, English Advanced or HSC English Extension 1 is usually
recommended.

Biology/Chemistry /Physics/Senior Science

If you wish to study science or a course based on science at tertiary level - for example, agriculture, all branches of engineering
and applied sciences, natural resources, computing, medical or paramedical sciences, forestry or rural science - you are advised
to study as much science and mathematics as you can at school by taking as many courses as you are able to handle effectively
within the HSC rules.

Mathematics

A knowledge of mathematics is desirable for various tertiary courses. It is also recommended along with physics, for all
degree courses requiring a study of physics.

Ideally you should select either HSC Mathematics Extension 1 or HSC Mathematics Extension 2 if you wish to continue
studying mathematics, mathematical statistics, actuarial studies or computer science beyond first year. These courses are the
best preparation for the study of all branches of engineering and physics beyond first year.

Mathematics (not General Mathematics) is recommended by most institutions as the minimum requirement for further study
in a variety of subjects, including architecture, agricultural economics, biological sciences, business, chemistry, commerce,
economics, geology, psychology, social sciences, statistics, and urban and regional planning.

Ancient History/Economics/Geography/Modern History

Any of these HSC courses may be included in your HSC program to satisfy tertiary entrance requirements. At tertiary level,
however, they are taught on the assumption that students have not studied them previously.

Music

Music can be included in your HSC program by studying Music 1, Music 2 or HSC Music Extension. If you are considering
further study in music, find out the minimum entry standard required. Some courses require an audition.

Visual Arts

The study of Visual Arts is acceptable for entrance purposes. If you are considering further study in visual arts, however, find
out the minimum entry standard required. Most courses require presentation of a portfolio of work.

Agriculture
These HSC courses are accepted by institutions for entrance purposes. Agriculture is a useful preparation if you intend to study

agricultural science, agricultural economics or rural science, while Engineering Studies is a useful preparation for the study of
engineering.
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The best preparation includes Chemistry, Physics and Mathematics if you wish to study agricultural science or rural science; or
Chemistry, Physics and HSC Mathematics Extension 1 if you wish to study any of the branches of engineering.

Business Studies /Design and Technology/Drama/Food Technology/Information Processes and Technology/Legal
Studies/Community and Family Studies/Personal Development, Health and Physical Education/Society and
Culture/Software Design and Development/ Textiles and Design

These HSC courses are accepted by all institutions for entrance purposes.

Areas of Tertiary Study

This is a general guide to the broad areas of study offered by institutions. Always check with the relevant institution to
confirm the information For a guide to subjects required to study at University :
Prerequisite — must have studied at high school to enter University Course.
Assumed Knowledge — the University course will start assuming you have studied at High School.
Recommended Studies — a good foundation for the University course you want to enter.

Architecture/Building/Design and Planning

Students intending to undertake courses in these areas are advised to study two or more units of mathematics (not General
Mathematics). A general background in science, particularly physics, may be helpful but is not essential. Visual Arts or
Industrial Technology may also be useful.

Arts/Humanities

Degree programs in arts and liberal studies do not usually require a particular program of study at secondary school. The
study of English is required by some institutions and recommended for all students in this field - check the institution entries
for details. If you wish to study a language other than English as your major subject, however, you are advised to include
the language of your choice in your HSC program although in many cases you will be able to take introductory language
courses that do not require prior study.

Business/Commerce/Economics/Marketing/Management

Courses in accounting, banking, econometrics, economics, finance, management and marketing may require at least two units
of mathematics (not General Mathematics) as either a prerequisite or assumed knowledge.

HSC Economics or Business Studies are considered a useful but not essential preparation for courses in these areas.

Students wishing to undertake actuarial studies at tertiary level generally require HSC Mathematics Extension 1 or HSC
Mathematics Extension 2 as a prerequisite.

Communications/Media Studies

Most of these courses do not require a particular course of study at secondary school. Some institutions recommend the study
of English in preparation for communication and media courses - check the institution entries for details. In addition to the
UALI, some institutions may require you to complete a questionnaire and/or attend an interview.

Creative and Performing Arts

Students intending to undertake studies in these areas are advised to gain experience outside the school environment. Entry to
most of these courses requires an audition, interview or portfolio (or a combination of these) as well as a suitable UAI. The
study of Visual Arts, Dance, Drama, Music 1, Music 2 or HSC Music Extension may be helpful for courses in creative and
performing arts areas. Some institutions will base selection to a creative arts course on the marks obtained in the HSC.
Special admission procedures may be available if you are unable to include suitable subjects in your HSC program.

Earth and Environmental Sciences

Most courses do not require a particular program of study. Most institutions, however, recommend a background in science
subjects such as Chemistry, Mathematics (not General Mathematics), and Physics or Biology.
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Education/Teaching

In some institutions courses in education may be taken in an arts, science or other programs. Some institutions also offer
separate teacher education programs in early childhood, primary and secondary education. Students who wish to qualify as a
secondary teacher must also fulfil the entry requirements for study in their proposed area of teaching specialisation. For
intending early childhood or primary teachers, some institutions assume or require satisfactory levels of mathematics and/or
English.

Note: The NSW Department of Education and Training requires intending primary education teachers to have included any
two units of mathematics and any two units of English in their HSC program. If these subjects have not been completed,
equivalent subjects can usually be completed during the tertiary course.

Engineering

Most institutions recommend at least HSC Mathematics Extension 1 for the study of all branches of engineering. Physics and
Chemistry are also recommended. Engineering Studies is considered a useful but not essential preparation for engineering.

Health Sciences (includes studies not listed under Medical Sciences)

If you intend to study health sciences you are generally advised to include in your HSC study program at least two units of
mathematics (not General Mathematics) and two units of science, preferably Chemistry, or, for medical imaging or medical
radiation technology, Physics.

Human Movement/Sport Sciences/Physical Education

Most courses in these areas do not require a particular program of study at secondary school. A background in science subjects
(Physics, Chemistry and Biology) and Mathematics (no General Mathematics) is recommended by some institutions. Personal
Development, Health and Physical Education is also considered useful.

Some institutions require you to provide additional information relating to your sporting achievements.

Information Technology

Studies in this area usually require either Mathematics or HSC Mathematics Extension 1 (not General Mathematics) as a
prerequisite or assumed knowledge. Computer science is generally taught on the assumption that students have studied HSC
Mathematics Extension 1.

Law

Generally, legal courses do not specify prerequisites or levels of assumed knowledge. If you are contemplating a law program
combined with arts, business, commerce, economics, engineering, science, social sciences or social welfare, check that the
subjects you choose comply with the requirements for those courses.

Medical Sciences (including medicine, optometry, pharmacy and veterinary science)

Students intending to take up studies in these areas are advised to include at least two units of mathematics (not General
Mathematics), Chemistry and either Physics or Biology in their HSC program. Some institutions prefer the combination of
Chemistry and Physics while others may have no preference provided Mathematics and Chemistry are included.

Nursing

Students intending to undertake nursing studies are generally advised to include at least two units of mathematics (not General
Mathematics) and studies in science, preferably Chemistry and Biology and/or Physics.

Science/Applied Science/Technology

Most courses in applied science are 3 yr or 4 yr professional courses which involve the study of mathematics, chemistry,
physics and either biology or geology in first year. HSC Mathematics Extension 1 is assumed knowledge for courses in
technologies such as textiles and metallurgy. Mathematics is acceptable in areas such as food technology, and agricultural and
rural sciences. Most science courses require students to have studied as much science and mathematics (not General
Mathematics) as they can effectively handle. If possible, include both Chemistry and Physics in your HSC program.
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Social Sciences

Social sciences may include the study of economics, education, geography, law, psychology and sociology. Mathematics (not
General Mathematics) may be required for some subjects.

Social Work/Welfare Work

Most courses in these areas do not require a particular program of study at secondary school although a minimum score in
English may be required in some institutions. If psychology is included as part of the course, then Mathematics (not General
Mathematics) is strongly recommended.

Tourism/Hospitality Management
Most courses in these areas do not require a particular program of study at secondary school although economics may be

useful. Some courses also require a minimum level of English. Some institutions require work experience in customer
services as a prerequisite.

It is intended that students engage in and reflect upon practical experience relevant to all aspects of the physical,
chemical, biological, economic and social sciences embodied within Agriculture Stage 6. Learning experiences will
include agricultural work on the school farm facilities, with a focus on industry practices and field work where
possible. In all cases, students should use these practical experiences to develop design, practical, management,
observation, recording, interpretation and communication skills.

Course Description :

Ancient History involves the study of at least two of the following areas: Egypt, Near East, Greece and Rome in
both the Preliminary and HSC courses.
The Preliminary course is structured for students to investigate:

* people, groups, events, institutions, societies and historical sites;

* archaeological and written evidence and the methods used by historians and archaeologists in case studies

and in the study of ancient societies.

The course provides a background for students’ more specialised HSC studies.
In the HSC course, students use archaeological and written evidence to investigate a personality from the ancient
world plus three ancient societies/historical periods.

Course Description

This course provides students with the opportunity to gain a range of skills and knowledge suitable for employment in a hospitality
environment and to provide pathways for university and other tertiary study.

The revised course is to be delivered in either the specialist commercial cookery stream or the general hospitality stream. Students will be
advised of the stream(s) to be available at this school and delivery sites for the other stream as soon as details are available and decisions
are made — and at least before entry into the course. The timeline for this advice is determined by the date of the Board of Studies
finalising of the new syllabus.

Assessment

Competency-based Assessment

This is a competency-based course. This means that students work to develop the competencies, skills and knowledge described by each
unit of competency. To be assessed as competent a student must demonstrate to a qualified assessor that they can effectively carry out the
various tasks and combinations of tasks listed to the standard required in the appropriate industry environment. There is no mark awarded
in competency-based assessment. Students are assessed as either ‘competent’ or ‘not yet competent’.

Students will be progressively assessed as ‘competent’ or ‘not yet competent’ in individual units of competency.

Competency-based assessment determines the vocational qualification that a student will receive.

External Assessment (optional HSC examination)

The Higher School Certificate examination for Hospitality (240 indicative hours) will involve a written examination consisting of
multiple-choice items, short answers and extended response items.

The questions will be based on units of competency and HSC Requirements and Advice detailed in the syllabus.

The examination is independent of the competency-based assessment undertaken during the course and has no impact on the eligibility of
a student to receive a vocational qualification.
